Clear Brook FFA Booster Club Constitution


Article I 
The name of this organization shall be the Clear Brook FFA Booster Club. 

Article II 
Said organization is organized exclusively for charitable, religious, educational, and scientific purposes, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations under sections 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code. 

No part of the net earnings of the organization shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other private person, except that the organizations shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in the purpose clause hereof. NO substantial part of the activities of the organization shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the organization shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office. Notwithstanding any other provision of this document, the organization shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be on carried on (a) by an organization exempt from federal income tax under section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or (b) by an organization, contributions to which are deducible under section 170 (c)(2) of the Internal revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code. Notwithstanding any other provision in this document, the purposes will be limited exclusively to exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code. 

Article III Membership: 
Section I: Membership in the Clear Brook High School FFA Booster Club shall be open to any person interested in the enhancement and development of the FFA program for all students. All members agree to uphold the policies of the Booster Club and agree to its constitution and by-laws.  The membership year shall be from July 1 through June 30.  Memberships may be received at any time during the year.  Membership fees will not be prorated.

Section II: The title Honorary Membership shall be conferred upon any man or woman whom the organization desires to honor. 

Section III: A member is considered in good standing when they have paid the current year dues and acts consistently with the by-laws of the Booster Club.  Privileges of membership shall include attendance at meetings, the right to vote on issues before the membership, full participation in all Booster Club activities, and a copy of the Constitution and By-Laws.  Voting rights will be limited to two votes per student/household.

Section IV: A person who is not current on dues payments is not a member of the Booster Club.  The officers may declare a member “Not in Good Standing” when that member violates the by-laws of the organization, misrepresents his affiliation or status with the Booster Club, or provides other just cause for a declaration.  A member “Not in Good Standing” will be denied any and all rights of membership.  In all such cases, the Officers will first make a good faith effort to resolve the issue amicably with the member before making such a declaration.

A two-thirds majority vote by the Officers of the club is required to place a member as a Member “Not in Good Standing.”  Persons that fail to pay membership dues or other associated costs as defined by a majority of the membership may be categorized automatically as a Member “Not in Good Standing.”  

The Booster Club may terminate any membership by a majority vote of the Active Members present and voting at any regularly scheduled meeting.
Article IV Officers: 
The officers of this organization shall be a President, First Vice President, Second Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and a Historian. All officers shall be active members in good standing with a student active in the FFA program. No household will be allowed more than one officer position.

In the event of a vacancy, except for the President, the vacancy will be filled at the next regularly scheduled meeting by taking nominations from the floor.  The proposed officers shall be in good standing as an Active Member.  A majority vote of the Active Members present shall constitute an election.

An Officer may be removed from office by three-fifths (3/5) vote of the Officer Team for failure to perform duties, for conduct unbecoming, or failure to attend a majority of the FFA meetings and activities.

Upon notification to all Officers, any two Officers shall have the authority, in consult with the FFA Advisor(s), to take action on behalf of the entire board in limited circumstances of true emergency when decisions need to be made quickly.  Any emergency decisions cannot exceed an expense of Booster Club funds over $250.  If more than $250 is required, Officers will send out a motion via email for approval or wait for a vote at the next Booster Club meeting.

Article V Meetings: 
Section I: Meetings of the organization shall be held in conjunction with FFA Chapter Meetings. 

Section II: Special meetings may be called by the President. The President shall call a special meeting upon written request of five (5) members. No business can be transacted at a called meeting except that for which the meeting was called. 

Section III: Officers will meet the week before or as needed to prepare for FFA Booster Club Meetings and Events. 

Article VI Amendments: 
This constitution may be amended at any regular meeting of the organization by a vote of active members present, provided that the proposed amendment has been submitted in writing to the President. 

Clear Brook High School FFA Booster Club Bylaws

Article I Meetings: 

Section I: The order of business shall be as follows:

Section II: Robert Rules of Order Revised shall be parliamentary authority. 
Article II Duties of Officers: 
Section I: The president shall prepare the agenda for and preside at the regular and special meetings of the membership and for all officer meetings. The president shall work closely with the Ag teachers to ensure that the booster club is providing the necessary support for the chapter and its needs. 

Section II: The first vice president shall assume the duties of the president in their absence. 
Section III: The second vice president shall serve as chairman of fundraising and shall assume the duties of the first vice president in their absence. 

Section IV: The secretary shall provide the minutes for the regular and special membership meetings and shall provide the minutes for the meetings of the officer team. The secretary shall maintain records of the minutes and shall provide monthly meeting minutes to the webmaster. 

Section V: The treasurer will provide the treasurer’s report for the regular and special membership meetings as well as for the officer meetings. The treasurer will maintain the booster club post office box and ensure that signature cards and bank information is kept up to date for the booster club account. The treasurer shall maintain financial records for the booster club. 

Section VI: The historian will prepare the booster club newsletter and provide information to the webmaster for the booster club website as well as provide updates to the booster club facebook social media site. The historian will also prepare the booster club scrapbook. 

Section VII: The Immediate Past President is not an elected position.  It is to be filled by the President from the previous election cycle upon completion of their presidency.  The purpose of this position is to provide continuity between election cycles and to provide the President and other officers with counsel.  As such, the duties of this office are to advise the Officers on all matters that come before it.  As an advisor, the Immediate Past President shall not have any voting rights for the purpose of the Officer team.  They shall, however, retain any voting rights associated with their general membership.

Section VIII: All positions are for a term of one (1) year. A person may not hold the same office for more than two (2) consecutive years. 

Article III Election of Officers: 
The president shall appoint a nomination committee of three (3) active members at the March meeting. Booster club members interested in one of the officer positions will be required to contact one of the three (3) nomination committee members to place their name on the ballot. Nominations from the floor will be accepted as a write in on the secret ballot at the April meeting. However, if there is only one candidate for any office, the election for that office may be by voice. A majority vote constitutes an election to that position. Newly elected officers shall be installed at the May meeting. Term of office shall be for one year, commencing July 1 and ending June 30 of the following year. 

No officer shall serve in the same capacity for more than two (2) consecutive years. Vacancies during the year shall be filled by special elections. 

Article IV Dues: 
Dues in the amount of $15.00 per individual or $20.00 per family shall be paid to the treasurer. 

Article V: Committees: 
There shall be standing committees elected at the time board member elections occur. The president retains the right to appoint any member in good standing to any committee created after elections which are held in April, or fill any vacancy during that calendar year. 
 Audit Committee (3 members)
 Nominating Committee (3 members)
 Scholarship Committee (if appropriate) (5 members)

Article VI Scholarships: 
Section I: The organization may issue scholarships to graduating seniors going on to higher education.  These shall be in the form of checks payable to the recipient or the recipient’s institution, college, or university.  Please refer to the Scholarship Guidelines.

Section II: Scholarships are available to Senior FFA members who meet the qualifications contained in the Scholarship Guidelines.  A minimum of $2,000 and a maximum of $3,000 will be budgeted annually to fund three scholarships.

Section III: The Scholarship Committee will be made up of five active Booster Club Members that are elected during a regularly scheduled meeting.  No committee member will have a graduating senior or be kin to any of the scholarship recipients.  A maximum of three scholarships will be awarded annually, with the distribution as follows:  Recipient #1, based on scoring tool, will receive 50% of the scholarship budget ($2,000 to $3,000).  Recipient #2 and #3, based on scores, will receive 25% each of the scholarship budget.  The scholarship committee is not required to award all monies budgeted for scholarships in a given year.  Any funds remaining will be absorbed into the Booster Club account for re-budgeting the next year.

Article VII Amendments 
These bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting of the organization by a vote of the membership in attendance with at least (5%) of the active members present, provided that the proposed amendments shall have been submitted in writing to the Revision Committee and president for study. 

Article VIII Dissolution: 
The organization may be dissolved if the FFA Advisor(s) deem that the organization is no longer fulfilling its purpose due to waning membership, declining member involvement in the agriculture activities, lack of support from the organization, or repeated conflicts with the Officers or Advisors.

Upon dissolution, all assets are to be distributed to school activity fund or a 501 (c) (3) organization. If at the time of dissolution, the named organization of their choice ceases to exist, does not accept the distribution or is not exempt under 501 (c) (3) at the time of dissolution, the assets shall then be distribution for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a state or local government for public purpose. Any such assets not disposed of shall be disposed of by the Court of Common Pleas of the country in which the principal office of the organization is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.
